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Internet survey shows more than half of the outstanding students
want government scholarships

An internet survey by JobsFactory’s Brightsparks site has found that 56% of students who excelled
at the GCE ‘A’ Levels and the International Baccalaureate aspire to get a government scholarship
for their tertiary education. Most of them want to enter the civil service to serve either in the
Education service or to become diplomats in the Foreign service. More than 2,000 students took
part in this survey. With the current economic crisis, fewer students are also applying to foreign
universities. In fact, those who had applied for local universities have risen from 32.5% last year to

37% this year. And among the local universities, NUS remains their top choice, followed by NTU
and SMU.
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
